Qur intent was to drop the ball carrier with low tackles forcing their offload
options to become ruck cleaners.We allowed them both gain |ine and post contact options
by defenders either going high or being too slow to set.We will need to work on our micro
skills going into the Cup games and ensure greater accuracy and discipline if we want to
have any success.
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
